2D : 4D RATIO, AGGRESSION AND PERSONALITY IN RUSSIAN ADOLESCENTS

Human aggression is believed to be affected by several factors such as individual, cultural, and situational, in both males
and females. The goal of this study was to analyze correlation of aggression and 2D : 4D ratio and personality (masculinity and
femininity, social status), to investigate gender differences of aggression behavior and 2D : 4D ratio in Russian adolescents.
305 schoolchildren (150 boys and 155 girls) from Moscow (Russia) were subjected to this study. We used the questionnaire

technique and anthropological measurements.
